Meal Pattern Requirements for Child Care Centers with School Food Service Agreements
This memo provides guidance for child care centers that have a food service agreement with a school.  Form CNP-120 “Food Service Agreement Between School Food Service and Child/Adult Care Institutions” indicates that menus must be in compliance with one of the three options as agreed upon by the school and child care institution:
a. the applicable CACFP meal pattern
b. the new school food-based menu planning method (effective July 1, 2012) or
c. the traditional school food-based menu planning method 
If either the new school food-based menu planning method or the traditional school food-based menu planning method is selected, the same meal pattern should be followed (attached).  USDA has indicated that this year schools should follow the traditional school food-based menu planning method for pre-K and the revised new meal patterns for all other grades.
