Data can be classified into two different types.











Categorical


Values or observations that can be sorted into groups or categories.





Examples: Gender, Eye color, or Favorite color





Bar Graphs and Pie Charts are often used to graph categorical data.





Quantitative


Values or observations that can be measured/counted.





Examples: Height, Arm Span, or Weight





Histograms, Dot/Line Plots, Box Plots, and Stem-and-Leaf Plots are often used to graph quantitative data.
