Sara was getting ready to make a technology purchase.  She wants to have an MP3 player to play music, but doesn’t know if she wants to own a tablet that she will also use to play games and music or if she wants a separate MP3 player that would be smaller and more portable.  She surveyed several students at her school to see what other kids are doing for their technology needs.  She found out that 62 students own both a tablet and an MP3 player, 33 students own a tablet but not a separate MP3 player, 54 students own an MP3 player but not a tablet, and 6 students do not own either device.
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
