Youth Mental Health First Aid is an evidence-based training designed to teach caregivers, teachers, school staff, and other caring citizens how to help an adolescent (ages 12-18) who is experiencing a mental health or addictions challenge or is in crisis.  The course introduces common mental health challenges for youth, reviews typical adolescent development, and teaches a 5 step action plan for how to help young people in both crisis and no-crisis situations. Participants will receive a YMHFA manual and certification in YMHFA.  This session will begin at 8:30am and conclude at 4:30pm.  Lunch for this workshop strand will be limited to 30 minutes.  Full attendance for the entire training is required for certification. This training will be repeated 4/27.








This 2 day training for school based teams participating in the School Climate Transformation Grant will focus on improving adult-student relationships. Teams will learn to use the data reports generated from the Conditions for Learning Survey completed in the fall by students in grades 6 - 12. Teams will  engage in a data-based decision making process that leads to the development of an action plan. Intended Audience: School Climate Transformation Grant schools only.. School-based team members  from each school with students in grades 6 - 12 in SCTG grant awarded districts.
