Major Discussion Points

7/17/2013
	Approval of March 20, 2013 Minutes:
Due to the lack of a quorum, approval of the minutes was tabled until the next meeting.


Legislative Updates – Amy/Diane/LauraBelle
Amy provided an update on the Standings Bill which is the source of funding for both Shared Visions preschool and parent support grants. The legislation is in progress and this bill probably will not be finalized for the next fiscal year until the end of the session.  At this time it does not appear to be moving toward any cuts in funding for 2013-2014.  Director Glass recently released information regarding clarification to Iowa’s compulsory attendance laws for those children attending Statewide Voluntary Preschool Programs (SWVPP). While legislation is still in progress, it appears as if the School Ready funding for Early Childhood Iowa (ECI) (in the Education Appropriations bill) will be level funded.  Other legislative changes affecting ECI include HF 604 from the Health and Human Services budget that replaces federal funding with state dollars and transfers the appropriation to the School Ready funds.   
Program Updates: Amy/Diane
The Council secretary, Lisa Dubois has taken another position. Please contact Amy or Diane until a new secretary is hired. 
Amy shared that she will likely be on maternity leave at the time of the first CDCC meeting next year, which is typically held in September.
Work has begun to update and post the 2013 – 14 preschool and family support application on IowaGrants.gov. The staff person for the preschool year-end report retired, Amy is working with the new staff to update the website for the preschool year end reporting. 
Amy provided updates on the following  preschool programs:
· Red Oak – had their NAEYC visit on March 25, 2013. NAEYC has 3 months to finalize their report and notify the preschool program of a decision.
· College Community – this program is currently in process of completing the materials to meet the NAEYC candidacy date of September 30, 2013. 
· Evelyn Davis – submitted their 3rd quarter financial report. They are on target with both their financial reports and GOLD check points. The director hired last fall has taken another position and Jamel Crawford has assumed interim director position.
· Homes of Oakridge – their NAEYC renewal materials must be submitted by the end of this month and the site visit is scheduled to be completed by November 30, 2013.

The National Institute for Early Education Research (NIEER) has released the State of Preschool Yearbook 2012. This annual report profiles state-funded prekindergarten programs in the United States, with scores for each program. Iowa’s Shared Visions Preschool Program received a score of 6 out of 10. Amy and Penny Milburn plan to converse with NIEER regarding the points awarded for NAEYC monitoring in hopes of improving Iowa’s score. Diane provided an update regarding the parent support year-end reporting. For the seven programs who volunteered to enter their data into the Research Electronic Data Capture (REDcap) data system using iPads, the year-end report for each program will be generated from the REDcap system by the University of Iowa (UI) and sent to the DE. The continuing collaboration of family support programs in Iowa means more consistent and higher quality family support data with fewer reports needing to be completed at the local level. Those programs not participating in the iPad/REDcap pilot will begin using the REDcap system to enter their data on July 1, 2013. Future plans for collaboration include continuing conversations about shared professional development and support for implementing quality program standards and curriculum – all of which will benefit Shared Visions parent support programs.  
Diane asked the Council to consider the benefits of requiring SV parent support programs to follow the same guidance as ECI family support programs found in Tool FF. A copy of the guidance will be provided to the Council for their review, with a discussion following at the next meeting. Betty asked for Council input regarding ways to strengthen the connection between the CDCC and the ECI State Board. Since she serves on both boards, she requested the Council provide advice on methods to enhance coordination and support for early childhood systems development, especially focusing on improvement for quality programs for children and families. The Council agreed to create a standing agenda item for this effort.

CDCC Process for Decision-Making Flow Chart: Amy
The Council reviewed the draft of the flowchart revised by the subcommittee after the input from the March meeting.  Several suggestions for clarification, an improved timeline and other revisions were made.  It was recommended the subcommittee review the suggestions and work on clarifying and simplifying the flow chart for the next meeting. 

NAEYC Accreditation/Quality Measures and Funding: Carla
Carla presented background and context for the discussion. When Shared Vision’s preschool programs were originally funded, NAEYC accreditation was the only program quality measure available. Today, there are other state-supported quality measures and preschool programs. Shared Visions preschools that are part of a school district are using NAEYC, while the majority of SWVPP are using Iowa Quality Preschool Program Standards (IQPPS). Additionally, many Shared Visions programs are part of a Head Start program that must follow Head Start Performance Standards and participate in federal monitoring processes. The questions for Council consideration are: Should we look at using IQPPS for Shared Visions Programs?  Should we consider accepting Head Start Performance Standards as an allowable standard for Shared Visions Programs?  Should we consider researching the quality of programs that follow NAEYC, Head Start, and IQPPS and to find out whether or not there are differences?  The Council recommended continued information gathering that should include having staff present a review of the each set of program standards at the September meeting (Tom - HS, Diane - IQPPS, Penny - NAEYC) and then asking for presenters from local programs/grantees for each type of standard to review the issues and concerns in implementing each type of standard (November meeting). The Council will develop a set of questions for the presentations and look for any available crosswalks of these standards that may have been developed in the past few years. 


CDCC Policy Regarding Child Assessment: Amy  
The Council discussed the need to clarify the guidance to state that all SV preschool must use the state umbrella license to ensure their data is included in state reports. Several other edits were discussed. Amy will circulate the updated document via email and use “track changes” to gather input from Council members. The final document will be presented to the Council at the July 2013 meeting via conference call for discussion and approval.  The intent is to have the guidance completed in order to be implemented before the next school year.  

2013 – 14 Elections for Council Chair/Vice Chair: Betty
In May 2011 the Council elected Betty Zan as Chair and Mary Groen as Vice Chair. The minutes discussed the succession from vice chair to chair with the chair serving for 2 years. The council decided to send an email to members to recruit someone for vice chair and hold elections at the next meeting. Laurabelle will look for additional guidance regarding Council elections.

CDCC Member Updates:
Mary reported that the AEA Early Childhood Network is finishing site visits for the year. In Northwest AEA, Mary convened a group of schools who had received a verification visit this school year to solicit their feedback on the visits and the whole verification process. Some positives included the administrators felt they learned a great deal about the preschool standards and they felt more empowered to support the programs. Teachers felt respected because of the shared information and process of preparing. Some concerns were the amount of time for preparation and the desire to include a teacher interview, even if only a few classrooms.  LauraBelle requested the ability to view the feedback and Mary agreed to send a summary of her feedback.

Erin discussed changes in the rules for childcare immunization and fingerprinting as well as new requirements for federal background checks for home care sites and TB tests for providers. The Department of Human Services (DHS) is working on getting a new website. One major change will be that manuals will include only public information, rather than policy and procedures that apply only to internal staff.  The DHS state plan is due for review. Questions will be sent to partners for gathering of information. A federal monitoring team is coming in May, so the department has been working on self-assessment. DHS is also doing assessments of the site visits that occurred at 14 sites utilizing wrap around grants. 

LauraBelle provided an update on Response to Intervention (RTI).  The DE will provide participating schools and districts the following assessments at no cost to schools: the Formative Assessment System for Teachers for Kindergarten through Sixth Grade and Individual Growth and Development Indicators for 4-year-old preschoolers. The first group will begin fall 2013 and others will be phased in over the next few years.
