New Activity: Workforce Preparation Activities
Definition: The term ‘‘workforce preparation activities” means activities, programs, or services designed to help an individual acquire a combination of basic academic skills, critical thinking skills, digital literacy skills, and self-management skills, including competencies in utilizing resources, using information, working with others, understanding systems, and obtaining skills necessary for successful transition into and completion of postsecondary education or training, or employment. (Sec. 203(17)).

New Activity: Integrated Education and Training (IET)
Definition: The term ‘‘integrated education and training’’ means a service approach that provides adult education and literacy activities concurrently and contextually with workforce preparation activities and workforce training for a specific occupation or occupational cluster for the purpose of educational and career advancement (Sec. 203(11)).

	How can we put quality criteria in place to ensure that IET programs provide sufficient focus on basic skills instruction while providing workforce training and workforce preparation?
	What accountability measures should be in place for programs that use AEFLA funds for the workforce training component of IET?

	
	





New Activity: Integrated English Literacy and Civics Education (IEL/CE)
Definition: AEFLA makes funds available for integrated English literacy and civics education, in combination with integrated education and training activities.  As stated in statutory language, the goal of the integrated English literacy and civics education program is to design a program that would: 1) prepare adults who are English language learners for, and place such adults in, unsubsidized employment in in-demand industries and occupations that lead to economic self-sufficiency; and (2) integrate with the local workforce development system and its functions to carry out the activities of the program.
