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The SFA participates in the USDA Donated Foods program.  Some donated foods received from USDA comes in a form that are further processed into acceptable ready-to-use end products. This is accomplished by diverting the raw and/or bulk USDA Foods to commercial food processors for use in Child Nutrition Programs. For SY 2016-2017, the diversion of bulk USDA Foods to commercial food processors was competitively procured by the Bureau of Nutrition and Health Services, Iowa Department of Education, herein referred to as the Bureau. The SFA can divert USDA Foods only to the manufacturers/processors awarded the contract through the competitive process. Further, the SFA can divert USDA Foods only to the end product(s) approved in each category. See Attachment ___ for the list of food categories and the end product(s) in each category and the awarded contractor. The SFA is seeking proposals from distributor(s)/vendor(s) willing and able to stock and supply the approved end products from the awarded processors/manufacturer for the SFA to make use of Planned Assistance Level (PAL) dollars. Bidders must also understand that substitute end products for the diverted USDA Foods are not acceptable. The bidder must adhere to all reporting and tracking requirements and will clearly identify the USDA food value on all invoices.  _____________________(insert SFA name) is responsible for tracking all pounds allocated and verifying that the value of the USDA food is being passed through on applicable end products.
